Pashto PTP Guidelines for Reading Skills

Reading skills in this guideline are defined by the level of the individual’s ability to read written
texts for the purpose of getting gist, specific information, detailed understanding, and
implications.

Novice: this level is characterized by an ability to understand short (50-150 words) simple
sentences on familiar matters containing highly frequent words and syntax. The common text
sources are from menus, brochures, public notices, and regulations.

Novice 1
e The reader can recognize the symbols of the Pashto alphabet.
e The reader is able to understand short sentences which are loosely connected.
e Texts usually do not exceed high- frequency structural patterns and vocabulary.
o Descriptions of persons, places, or things typify the texts at this level.

<Example Text I: Advertisement for Books>
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Novice 2

e The reader can understand short and simply connected paragraphs and get some main
ideas.

e The reader can follow a text with a clear internal structural as can be shown in
chronological sequenced written materials.

e The reader can locate specific information from a paragraph.

e Texts at this level are usually limited to the attached range of syntactic structures and
vocabulary.

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Intermediate: this level is characterized by the reader’s ability to understand factual information
and main ideas from a relatively short passage (150-250 words) that consists of several
paragraphs. The texts at this level could be found from the following materials:
advertising materials, business and personal letters, abstract, newspaper, and magazines.

Intermediate 1
e The reader can understand and identify main ideas from a text consisting of several short
paragraphs.
e Range of syntactic structures and vocabulary comprising texts is still limited.
e Lexical guessing for the unknown words based on the surrounding context is possible.




<Example Text I: Ahmad Shah Baba>
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<Example Text Il: Lost Person Announcement>
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Intermediate 2

e The reader can understand longer paragraphs and identify main ideas from a text
consisting of complex sentences, for example, those containing subordinated clauses.

e The reader can make appropriate inferences about the text.

e Range of syntactic structures and vocabulary comprising texts is larger. However, the
reader often fails to distinguish subtle differences among synonyms.

e Misinterpretations with structurally complicated (i.e., containing subordinated clauses)
texts still occur, and deliberate rereading is necessary for complete understanding.

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Advanced: this level is characterized by the reader’s ability to understand explicit and implicit
meanings of a wide range of long (250 words above) and complex texts consisting of several
paragraphs.

Advanced 1
e The reader can identify the hierarchical level of information (i.e., the main points and
relevant supporting details) from multi-paragraph prose presented with a clear underlying
structure.
e Insufficient target-language cultural knowledge or limited vocabulary may still interfere
with complete understanding of a text.
e The reader can make appropriate inferences about texts dealing with various topics.

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Advanced 2
e The reader can comprehend discourse organization from a text consisting of multiple
paragraphs, which are longer and more complex than advanced 1-level texts.
e The reader can detect the author’s attitude or values in the main topics addressed in the
text.
e The reader begins to comprehend the aesthetic use of target language and its literary
styles, and can appreciate some fictions.
