Performance Testing Project (PTP):
Uyghur Guidelines for Interpretive Listening Skills

This level is characterized by an ability to understand a spoken input produced by one or more speakers in the

following listening activities: listening to media; listening to public lecturers or presentations; and listening to public

announcements.

Novice: The novice level is characterized by an ability to identify isolated words and phrases, and to listen to some short

utterances supported by context.

Novice 1

The individual is able to understand short utterances, which are slow and clearly articulated.

Do you have a family?

Where are you from?

This bus goes to Kashghar?
My brother lives in Miami.
Would you like some tea?

Do you have pilaf ?

What kind of food do you like?
Does this food have meat?
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Repetition, rephrasing or a slowed rate of speech is often requested for comprehension.

Novice 2.

The individual can understand sentence-length utterances, which are clearly articulated.

Limited knowledge in vocabulary and grammar often result in misunderstanding of aural texts at this level

(Appendix 1).

A text has a clear internal structural as can be shown in chronological sequenced written materials.

The individual is able to catch the main points in short and clear announcements and to extract specific
information from a short and clear aural input dealing with everyday matters (i.e., weather forecast, traffic report

and etc.)

Sorry, where in the hospital?

Go straight, and than turn to the right.

Pass the traffic light, and that turn to the left.
Is Ekber at home? I am his classmate.

Sorry, I did not understand you.
Could you please repeat?
How much is it?

It is very expensive.
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Intermediate: The intermediate level is characterized by the listener’s ability to understand factual information and main
ideas from simple connected aural texts delivered in a clearly articulated manner and at a slow speed.

Intermediate 1
e The individual is able to identify main ideas and supporting details from short stretches of discourse.

Have you been in Xinjiang? When? What cities did you go to? Which city did you like the most? Why? Did you

buy any gifis for your relatives from the Kashghar bazaar? Tell me what kind of gifts did you buy? Can you please
describe the Kashghar bazaar?
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When did you come in Bloomington? Why do you want to learn Uyghur? What languages do you know?

e Radio broadcasts:

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e The subject matter in the aural texts is familiar to the listeners and clearly well structured at this level.
e Limited vocabulary of the listeners result in frequent request of repetition or rephrasing.

Intermediate 2
The individual is able to identify main ideas and supporting details from longer stretches discourse.
The subject matter in the aural texts is familiar to the listeners and clearly well structured at this level.

e Limited vocabulary of the listeners result in frequent request of repetition or rephrasing.

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Advanced: The advanced level is characterized by the individual’s ability to extract main ideas and detailed information
from the extended spoken input on a variety of topics produced at normal speed and to make appropriate inferences about
the aural text.

Advanced 1

e The individual is able to identify the hierarchical level of information (i.e., the main points and relevant
supporting details) from extended well-organized speech.

e Insufficient target-language cultural knowledge or limited vocabulary may still interfere with complete
understanding of an aural text.

e The listener can make appropriate inferences regarding the given text.

e The recognition of idiomatic expressions and register shifts begin to emerge.

Advanced 2

e The individual is able to comprehend discourse organization of an aural input, which is longer than advanced 1 —
level oral texts produced in standard dialect.

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e The individual can detect the author’s attitude or values in the main topics addressed in the aural text.
