TEACHER CERTIFICATION: WORLD LANGUAGE (CHINESE) 
 

This certification enables you to teach in All-School Settings (K-12).  Course requirements for this program are 
valid at IUB as reflected in the School of Education Bulletin.  The degree is granted by the College of Arts and 
Sciences when students complete the East Asian Languages and Cultures major with a track in Chinese offered 

by the School of Global and International Studies.  A four-year college plan requires completion of 15 credits each 
semester.  A 2.5 GPA overall is required for retention and graduation.  A total of 120 credits is required for 
certification. 
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PREREQUISITES FOR ADMISSION TO THE TEP 
Competitive enrollment.  Meeting minimum requirements does not 

guarantee enrollment in authorized courses. 

1. 2.5 GPA overall. 

2. 21 credits and a 2.5 GPA in the content field with at least 15 credits 
completed and 6 credits in progress.  Grade of C minus (C-) or higher 
is required in each content field course.
