One semester
of Y153 Harpsichord (2 cr.) or two semesters of F300 Piano Accompanying (1 cr.) may
substitute for the fourth semester of P100 with permission of the organ department chair and
the successful passing of the piano component of the keyboard proficiency administered by
the organ faculty. The organ component of the keyboard proficiency is satisfied by the
successful completion of C401-C404, Church Music I-1V.
